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Summary
GSMA TSG would like to thank GCF for their LS CAG-21-115 related to removal of test cases from the GCF scheme that are defined within TSG TS.27

We note that no Operator members are actively requesting UICC based NFC Services at this time, and so understand the reasons for GCF’s decision to remove certain NFC related test cases. However it has come to our attention that GCF CAG may have inadvertently removed test cases that are not related specifically to UICC based NFC Services.

Whilst these test cases are listed in GSMA TS.27, they are not specific to UICC based NFC service features, but instead ensure the underlying generic NFC capabilities of the devices. TSG would therefore like to request that GCF CAG re-activates these ‘generic’ NFC test cases within GCF as they ensure that core NFC capabilities are tested on the device, and these capabilities are of course used in many NFC features and applications that are not reliant upon the UICC.
TSG Analysis
In order to assist GCF with their work in reinstating the relevant test cases to the scheme, we have analysed all test cases and attached a list which highlights the test cases we recommend should be reactivated. These are highlighted in yellow and green.
The yellow highlighted tests were removed as part of WI-176 but are not specific to UICC based NFC. 
The green highlighted tests are part of the NFC Forum certification and these tests cases should be retained in the GCF scheme.
The blue highlighted tests are part of Work Items we believe are still active in GCF. These tests should remain active.
The remaining grey highlighted tests are deemed as UICC based NFC tests and are therefore not required.

We understand that many of these test cases may have been spread across multiple work items within GCF, and it may be appropriate to now consolidate these into new or revised work items that reflect the nature of the test cases that remain active. TSG would be supportive of this approach, but it is clearly a decision for GCF.

We hope that GCF find this information helpful in resolving this issue and reactivating the relevant test cases at the earliest opportunity.

GCF CAG are requested to review the test cases identified in the attached spreadsheet and take appropriate action to re-activate them.
