China Telecom pointed out other groups working on Wi-Fi Calling and that they wouldn’t duplicate any work there as well. They highlighted the objectives of the work and the scope. Huawei asked about Emergency Calling and advised to contact NG about possible problems and asked if they would also provide CRs to NG. China Telecom stated that they would reference NG and don’t want to duplicate work – Huawei stated that there is no agreement in NG, so it is not possible to refer to it. GSMA suggested to exclude Emergency services from Phase 1 and China Telecom agreed. Qualcomm asked instead of mentioning IR.25, it would be better to reference TS.11 and GSMA said that requirements have to be completed first. Qualcomm proposed an addition to the title of the presentation. Hutchison and Qualcomm sorted out expectations and added other changes. Samsung asked about the network types and mentioned that more details are needed for the handover use cases. Huawei wondered if capability information was missing and GSMA explained that if this is the result, we would ask the groups/organizations that work on this. Telecom Italia, Vodafone and Orange agreed that they supported the work and there was no objection to the proposal.
