This would be complimentary to a regular mobile connection, only switching on if there was no cellular reception. The application uses Geo- and Leo-satellites this was demonstrated at MWC Barcelona Feb 2023.

Qualcomm questioned the impact on the battery life of the terminal and it was stated that this application does not affect the battery life as it is only used when there is no cellular coverage. This application only currently works with LTE but 5G should be supported within the solution soon. Samsung asked about Chinese regulations and Bullitt explained that from technical side it would work, however there are some legal challenges in some countries which would need to be overcome.

	Deutsche Telekom presented the status of ATSSS from 3GPP. They recently demonstrated a PoC at MWC. They explained Multi Access Connectivity and the benefits of Zero Touch Connectivity, as it was called in the past. There were questions about some of the use cases and it was explained, that not every feature is available yet. Dell asked who will control the integration and DT explained that everything is regulated and standardized. Other Operators and the Industry members are welcome to join the work. They showed a Real time Video communication and highlighted some of the challenges that they might have while being connected. They summarized and explained the next steps to progress standardisation for Non-TCP Multipath support. This has been submitted as a candidate solution to 3GPP for Release 18 and companies are encouraged to support the proposal.

	China Telecom presented their plans and next steps for the TSG AI work. They provided background about the achievements and explained that the work with MLcommons has not progressed as at present it would be too expensive. They reminded about the proposal for a new PRD for AI on IoT devices. Qualcomm raised concerns about creating too many different work items for AI, as it will be hard for members to cover them all.
It was questioned if this work should be carried out within TSG, as it doesn’t have anything to do with cellular connectivity. Huawei added that while there are artificial intelligence items like, AI Chatbot there are more options that need to be considered and then the group, should only focus on relevant items. 

It was proposed that we should start with a study item, in order to define use cases and then select the ones that were relevant for TSG to work on. GSMA reminded that any company can suggest a Study Item, but Qualcomm asked to have a clear definition and Orange agreed – we should make sure we’re talking about AI capabilities on devices and not management of getting AI from server banks. A possible study item could be approved in June 2023 at TSG#52.

DTAG reminded that we will have to add the new requirements at the end of the list, so that the existing numbering does not change which would have a huge impact on existing data in the NSX. The rest of the changes are based on 5G, like for example Carrier Aggregation and splitting up Power Classes. 3UK agreed that this needs to be added. Qualcomm agreed to the proposal in general but not to the Default Value, so it was agreed to take out the Default Value. We continued with NEA0 for Emergency Calls and we agreed to the change. The last proposal is to remove the Concealment of SUPI using SUCI and 3UK and Qualcomm agreed.
