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TSGAI11c Meeting Minutes

GSMA welcomed the group and informed us about the IPR and antitrust policies. It was noted that, all document for this meeting have been uploaded to the GSMA Website so that we do comply with the US Entity List requirements, as the documents are made publicly available.

The Chair from China Telecom welcomed the group and the TSG Director introduced the Agenda which was approved

We started with the open Action Item for Huawei. Huawei accepted the proposed change which was then approved.

We continued with Section 5 and the input from Qualcomm and the proposed additional wording was approved.

Next we discussed Section 4.4.4.1 and the removal of the note. We decided to keep the AP open, in order to make sure we reviewed it with the final review.

Last we review the Security/Privacy by Default/Design definitions, with regards to if were needed, or if they are industry known terms. Qualcomm asked to see the text within TS.47 and then proposed that it should approved as is without any definitions being defined, and Copper Horse agreed they were not needed. China Telecom however wanted to keep the definitions as they formed a fundamental part of the document and would be needed for future versions. We then went back to the “Proposals for Privacy and Security by Design _ by Default definitions - China Telecom” document in order to try and get concessions. After a lengthy discussion, the definition for “Privacy by Default” was approved, all the other definitions could not be agreed. Orange also requested to delete them. Qualcomm and Samsung asked to get proposals from the Privacy Group for the four definitions. AP for GSMA: "To check the definitions Security/Privacy by Default/Design with the GSMA Privacy Working Group" There were concerns since not everyone can attend the PWG discussions, so the AP was dropped. After further discussion we agreed to park the discussion until next week and GSMA will ask for possible guidance by PWG.
· AP for "China Telecom and Copper Horse to work on a alternative wording for the definitions."

Qualcomm reminded that there are still some open definitions. The GSMA will highlight these when they send out the minutes.
