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The Terminals Director opened the meeting and reminded everyone that the meeting would be held in full compliance with the GSMA IPR & Anit-Trust policy.

The Chair started the meeting with presenting the agenda.
Meeting minutes from last call has been agreed.
There was no response LS from 3GPP.

The consolidated EN-DC band combination proposal was presented.
We agreed that this list will be not used for data collection (see below).
AT&T proposed that for some critical band combinations, e.g. LTE28 + N3 more attention should be paid w.r.t. interference (harmonics and IMD). We could take the list from 3GPP core requirements.

We discussed the approach for standalone (SA) mode.
We agreed to consider SA as a separate set of requirements beside EN-DC.

An updated version of 5G NR EN-DC data collection template was presented.
It distinguishes between EPS (equal power sharing) and max. power on NR and min. power on LTE. This template will be distributed to MNOs to fill in their test results or results received form device manufacturer. The results for different devices will be anonymized by GSMA before sharing within the TSG-AP group. Based on the received results we will start the evaluation phase for defining acceptance values for 5G NR Sub-6 GHz bands.

We noticed that CTIA has not yet published the 5G OTA Test Plan V4.0. This could happen within the next few weeks.
Orange proposed to draft a CR for defining a test method for testing 5G EN-DC Sub-6 GHz. It will consider EPS as well, which will be not considered in CTIA V4.0 test plan. Orange will prepare a draft for the next call.
