The Terminals Director opened the meeting and reminded everyone that the meeting would be held in full compliance with the GSMA IPR & Anit-Trust policy.

The Chair started the meeting with presenting the agenda.
Meeting minutes from last call has been agreed.


Fixed Wireless Access (FWA):

GSMA FDADAR WI asked TSGAP to define antenna requirements for FWA type devices. We discussed how a requirement can be defined for indoor and outdoor use cases. The challenge for outdoor use case is the background material if it is mounted at a wall. We agreed to define uplink and downlink performance of a FWA with TRP and TRS (TIS) parameters, measured in free space. 
Scott proposed to use near horizon matrix of CTIA to define requirements for outdoor use case (mounted on a pole or wall). In this case the radiation pattern of the antenna is considered in a range 20° above the horizon.

We agreed to open a separate chapter in TS.24 defining the requirements for FWA, routers, mobile routers etc. The proposal was to define this new chapter as “Data Centric Devices”. However, we couldn’t agree on the final naming.

EN50566:

Florian provided an update on the EN50566 standard defining the body worn SAR testing procedure. In last CENELEC meeting it was agreed to test body worn SAR at 0 mm only (instead 0 – 5 mm we have today). Some device manufacturers have still concerns not to stay below allowed max. SAR value of 2.0 W/kg without Tx power reduction. We tried to explain that today several technologies are available to meet SAR requirements without the need of Tx power reduction, like TAS (time average SAR), proximity sensors etc.


CTIA Test Plan:

Ron presented a summary of the CTIA OTA Test Plan Version V5.0.
