	The proposed CR TSGIoT21_003 “Orange CR for LAPI” from Orange was presented by Doug Roberts from Orange, who explained the rationale for the proposed additions.
Nicolas commented that the first proposed change (TS.34_3.0_REQ_005) is redundant with the existing combined requirements TS.34_3.0_REQ_002 and TS.34_5.2_REQ_001. Orange agreed that is was indeed not necessary.
It was also commented that the keywords “SHALL”, “SHOULD” and “MAY” should be capitalized throughout the document. The next version of the CR will take care of this.
The second proposed new TS.34_9.2_REQ_002 “Handling of Low Access Priority Indicator” was also discussed, and not challenged. On a formal level though, it was deemed useful if it is split into several, more atomic requirements.
It was agreed to review the CR offline and submit it on the mailing list for formal approval at the next conference call.

The proposed CR TSGIoT21_004 “Policy-based requirements” from Sierra Wireless was presented by Nicolas Damour from Sierra Wireless, who explained the rationale for the proposed additions.
No particular objection was raised, but a question was asked by Saher Salem of Deutsche Telekom as to whether the proposed management mechanisms over OMA LwM2M implied that dedicated objects would be defined. Nicolas answered that this was indeed the plan, and that such a proposal would be made shortly.
[bookmark: _GoBack]It was also commented that the proposed new requirements should be re-written so that they have a clear SHALL / SHOULD requirement. It was agreed that this would be included in a revision of the CR.

Paul Gosden asked whether the plan was to approve a version 6 of TS.34 for TSG#38. Nicolas answered that it may be better to include all ongoing activities before “closing” the version 6, which would result in a likelier date of approval of version 6 sometime in Q1 2020. None of the two proposed CRs were approved, but they will be resubmitted in a revised form at the next conference call for approval.
