	Jon gave an update on certification schemes and way forward of IoT security group within GSMA.
Jon is the GSMA representative of SCCG. The group was setup in early summer. The third meeting will be on the 27th of November. The meeting will look at the union rolling work plan which details the work of the union over the next 3-4 years. There’s number of areas of interests, especially on section 3 (Proposal for IoT certification schemes) and section 5 (5G certification). Section 3 doesn’t differentiate the consumer and commercial use. Several feedbacks were given to the group regarding harmonization between multiple regulations to avoid overlap work, labelling schemes for IoT devices, compositions of the certification. 
Broadly speaking, SCCG is advisory group. The role is to offer opinions and comments on things like rolling work plan and candidate schemes. Candidate schemes usually come from other groups or country delegations. And ECCG group is the decision body group to decide whether to move the scheme forward within ENISA.
Jon will share the agenda of the coming meeting, draft union work plan and also the feedback already submitted to the SCCG to the TSGIoT group after the meeting.
For the activities across the GSMA, IoT security group will be re-setup sometime in the new year under the Fraud and Security group and will refresh the guidelines that produced a while back. IoT safe group is running under the SIM group. Jon encouraged TSGIoT group to share the top items they would like to see on the IoT security.
