· GSMA welcomed the group and reminded about everyone that the meeting would be held in full compliance with the GSMA Anti-trust and IPRs policies.

· GSMA presented the TSGNS06 Agenda (TSGNS06_002), which was approved.
DP06_001 TSGNS06_002 TSGNS06 Agenda approved

· GSMA presented the Minutes from the TSGNS04 (TSGNS06_001), which was not approved in this meeting. 
Apple had some comments about the minutes and Action point, Apple clarified their main point in previous meeting and want to correct the minutes.
DP04_002 TSGNS06_001 TSGNS043 minutes will be approved in next meeting

· China Telecom presented the document TS.62 v0.5 UE Requirements related to network slicing using URSP Specification - Verizon and China Telecom (TSGNS06_003). 
China Telecom mentioned this document is a merged version from China Telecom and Version.

· China Telecom quickly go through section1, and ask if anyone has any question about this section they can send comments to the group.
China Telecom mainly introduced the three different types of UE architectures

· China Telecom went through section3, there was a lot of discussion on the specific meaning of  “support” and the “assumption” about URSP rule
China Telecom, Verizon clarified the meaning.
Apple question the meaning of “support” and express the sentence may not describe the intention very clearly.
Nokia consider the “support” meaning as the UE complying with 3GPP document TS24526 r16, the UE will support all of traffic descriptors not only pick some part of traffic descriptors .
GSMA suggest to split the requirement into different individual requirements, one
as SHALL requirement, some as SHOULD requirements, this format will be helpful for the further testing book and clarification. One w requirement with multiple requirements within it will cause ambiguity.

· Apple was confused with the architecture in section 2, which is informative, but the following section is minimum applicability which is normative.
GSMA clarify the informative and normative sections using different format.
Verizon clarify this section is background, it is helpful for the following section in the document.

· Apple question the clear mean of “minimum Applicability”.
Verizon explain the definition of minimum applicability in section 3. Each UE requirement has a “Minimum Applicability” to specify the types of UEs, as defined in section 2.1, to which it primarily applies. Not implementing a requirement in a UE that is specified under “Minimum Applicability” of that requirement can / will result in a non-functioning UE.
Nokia stated that the minimum applicability term was not very clear.

China Telecom went through TS62_3.2_REQ_001-2, there was a lot of discussion on the implementation of these requirement.
Google had concern about the implementation of the specification. Considering it is a challenge for APP developer to implement these requirement, most developers may not have read the 3GPP spec.
Verizon clarify these requirements are all from 3GPP spec. If possible the group can improve some new requirement for OS or Modem.
Nokia support the point of Verizon, also agree these requirements are from 3GPP. OS platform need to expose API.
Vodafone support the point of Verizon, explain some information of Traffic Descriptor can be known in advance.
AT&T had the similar point with Google, consider it is a challenge to implement these requirements.

· China Telecom went through TS62_3.2_REQ_003-5, there was a lot of discussion on the URSP rule matching logic in these requirement.
Apple had concern about the URSP rule matching logic in OS and the PDU session establish.
Verizon explained how the system working between OS and modem. And explain the network connection (PDU session) is controlled by modem. 
Nokia concern about how the URSP matching logic happen, and concern about the matching logic in OS is the same as in the modem.
Vodafone consider it is not clear, this point need more discussion.

· Apple repeat the detail architecture is internal behaviour of device.
Verizon clarify the standardization is needed, the detail description in this specification is need and valuable.
China Mobile, Honor Device, Vodafone express the specification have important value to define the detail.
