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· GSMA welcomed the group and reminded about everyone that the meeting would be held in full compliance with the GSMA Anti-trust and IPRs policies.

· GSMA presented the TSGNS07 Agenda (TSGNS07_002), which was approved.

· GSMA presented the modified Minutes from the TSGNS04 (TSGNS07_012), which were approved. 
Apple’s modifications were accepted. 
Specific company names were added and confirmed: China Mobile, China Telecom, Nokia, Vodafone and Verizon.
DP07_002 TSGNS07_012 TSGNS04 Meeting Minutes 4.0 approved.

· GSMA presented the Minutes from the TSGNS06 (TSGNS07_001), which were approved. 
DP07_003 TSGNS07_001 TSGNS06 Meeting Minutes v2.0 approved.

· China Mobile presented the document TS.62 v0.7 CR1010 v01 Section 2-China Mobile (TSGNS07_003). 
China Mobile stated the UE architecture is too general, the two new figures were added to help developers with their understanding, and are for reference only. China Mobile explained the two oval within the figures were duplicated. The double arrow line meaning the high layer and Associating & Mapping entity will exchange information with each other. China Mobile stated this spec was not introducing additional requirement, it was following the requirement from 3GPP, the requirement in 3GPP are too high level to understand. China Telecom agreed most OEM did not have their own chipset and OS. China Mobile pointed out, based on the prototype UE, the proposed two figures would very helpful to understand and realize network slicing.

Verizon were concerned about the reason for CR, and pointed out the CR was not addressed for the OS centric requirement. 
Verizon repeated the point as last call, because several parties were involved in the development of a UE, such as OS vendor, chipset vendor, OEM, etc. Therefore, the detail description in this specification was need and valuable.

Qualcomm agreed with Verizon that the CR was not addressed for the OS centric requirement. These requirements were hard to test, so this specification should be changed into guideline.

Apple agreed with Qualcomm, and repeated it was internal device behaviour and procedure, which should be considered out of the work item scope. Apple had concern about the two oval in figure3 and the double arrow line in figure 2.

Nokia stated that if these figures are needed, then a more description is needed. 

AT&T general supported Apple’s point.

China Telecom stated the detailed architecture will be more clear and helpful, especially for OEM did not have chipset and OS. China Telecom also suggested to add a new section such as device requirement to cover the concern of the architecture.

Google stated network slicing is defined by 3GPP, GSMA did not need to introduce new requirements.

GSMA suggested an AP for China Mobile, Verizon and any delegates interested to revise this CR jointly and then provide a new CR for next meeting.

· China Mobile presented the document TS.62 v0.7 CR1011 v01 Section 3-China Mobile (TSGNS07_004). 

Nokia stated the first paragraph was acceptable, other paragraphs were covered by 3GPP and should be deleted.

Apple, Verizon agreed with Nokia, the requirements were repeated with 3GPP. Verizon and Qualcomm suggested to reword the last paragraph more clearly.

China Mobile explained this CR was not repeated within 3GPP, it was used to explain to readers how to understand network slicing, and that it was necessary. Without this explanation, the developer would be confused. It was suggested that delegates who had concern should have a more discussion offline with China Mobile.

China Telecom stated this CR is valuable and helpful for general understanding.


AP07_002: China Mobile and any delegates interested to revise this CR jointly, then propose a new CR in next meeting

· China Telecom presented the document TS.62 v0.7 CR1012 v02 All Sections China Telecom and Verizon (TSGNS07_010). 

Qualcomm suggested to clarify that only 5G APP supporting network slicing can use SHALL requirement in TS62_3.1.1_REQ_001.

Vodafone suggested to use MAY for TS62_3.1.1_REQ_001, and had concern for TS62_3.1.3_REQ_009.

Nokia had concern about TS62_3.1.2_REQ_005 and TS62_3.1.2_REQ_006.

Verizon insisted to keep the original wording and called for a formal CR to change the content.

Apple did not accept the modification from MAY to SHALL in TS62_3.1.1_REQ_001.

China Telecom agreed to offline discussion with delegates, regarding TS62_3.1.2_REQ_006 and TS62_3.1.3_REQ_009 and would bring a new CR to the next meeting.
