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· GSMA welcomed the group and reminded about everyone that the meeting would be held in full compliance with the GSMA Anti-trust and IPRs policies.
· GSMA presented the TSGNS12 Agenda (TSGNS12_002), which was approved.
DP12_001 TSGNS12_002 TSGNS12 Agenda approved

· GSMA presented the Minutes from the TSGNS11 (TSGNS12_001), which were approved. 
DP12_002 TSGNS12_001 TSGNS10 Meeting Minutes approved.

· There were some discussion about the document format to include CR history.

Orange suggested the baseline document should be more organized and include all the CR with highlight mark, it will be better for reader to follow the latest status.

Qualcomm said for some use case it would cause problem for controversial part. 

China Telecom said document 3 TS.62 v0.7.2 UE Requirements related to network slicing using URSP Specification. 

GSMA show the document management with CR history chart which including every CR’s history which is in progress or approved or rejected.

Google suggested we can maintain a draft which only have agreed content as a clean base version. 

China telecom would consider all the comment and give a version which will be better to understand.

· Google presented the document TSGNS#12 Doc 011 TS.62 v0.7 CR1019 v01 GenericUErequirements Apple_Google. 
Google explained the new introduced term “traffic information”, and explained it was depended on OS implementation. The information from APP should be processed by OS then send to URSP matching logic. OS or Entity in UE can map traffic information to traffic descriptor. In some case the traffic information maybe the format of Traffic descriptor. Google don’t like GSMA to specify how the API offered by OS. This new introduced term will be more flexible.

Apple support Google specific UE on specific APPs would need API.

Verizon had concern about the new term and the mapping logic from traffic information to traffic descriptor and had concern about the capability to realize the secure requirement. Verizon stated the matching procedure was well defined in 3GPP. The API was needed to pass traffic information or traffic descriptor, some level API was required in this specification. This CR was proposed late, Verizon want to have more time to review this CR and response.

Nokia had concern about the preferred traffic information which may cause forged usage of network slice. The APP should provide all the traffic information. New API for traffic information would also be added. 

Vodafone objected this requirement from Google which would not suit operators.

Orange thought the API requirement was the bottom requirement, a clear CR about this requirement with explicit conclusion will be better. 

Honor Device suggested to stick to original term from 3GPP. The API was needed to pass traffic information or traffic descriptor. 

China telecom summarized the API needed to be exposed and traffic information or traffic descriptor would be discussed and decided in next meeting.

GSMA suggested to give an action point to every delegate to review the revised text.
