1. Reviewed CR1005 V02

0. New title for PRD, “Service Entitlement Configuration”, is deemed more appropriate
0. Clarifications on the POST request content type and response encoding (clauses 2.3 and 2.7.1) was covered
0. The encodedValue= option for NotEnabledUserData and SubscriptionServiceUserData was described
3. This produced a discussion on the details around the processing of the UserData value by the Device Client, and the 
3. An update to the CR will include a new clause covering UserData and the usage for encodedValue
0. The new table for ODSA callback functions in clause 6.7 was reviewed (it replaces a simpler list from V4.0 of TS.43)
4. The table offers an overview of the functions with their use
4. We will decide if another CR is needed and can be created to provide actual JS callback function names for each event (as in VoWiFi clause 3.4)

1. This was the 3rd review of the CR, proposing a set of updates to add the Primary ODSA use case to the specification
1. First by making clause 6, “On-Device Service Activation (ODSA) Entitlement and Configuration”, apply to both Companion and Primary ODSA use cases
1. Then by adding a new clause 8 for Primary ODSA call flows (with clause 7 focused on Companion ODSA call flows)
1. Discussed replacing the “Primary Device” in the Companion ODSA figures and call flows with “Requesting Device”, to make sure it is labelled differently from the term used in the Primary ODSA figures and call flows
1. Discussed a proposed new parameter “target_device_eid” which would be the equivalent of “companion_device_eid”, to be used in ManageSubscription for Primary ODSA
1. Went over the four figures in clause 6.3, “Devices Identifiers used for Request Parameters”, now using more formal identifiers ending with “sim” or “comp”
1. The parameter “companion_terminal_service” used in ManageService was discussed in the context of ManageSubscription and how it can be used as well in the latter. This would allow an MNO to perform the service-level action (setting diff or shared number) along with the subscription activation

Next Steps:
1. Jerome to create new versions of CR1006 and CR1005 with the feedback and comments from today’s meeting, sharing them with the group tomorrow
1. TSGVVEC#19 will take place March 8th to review both CRs
1. If the CRs are approved, a new version of TS.43 will be sent to TSG for approval
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
