Nacho Blázquez HPE, the TSGVVEC Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and led the discussions as follows:

Reviewing and accepting TSGVVEC#25 minutes
Minutes were accepted.

Reviewing updated CRs

[bookmark: _GoBack]TS.43 v5.0_CR1015_v4 User agent format
The CR is following the discussion about avoiding duplication of the entitlement version.
CR got approved

TS.43 v5.0_CR1012_v2 Companion_ODSA_with_infrastructure-based-notifications
CR was already presented in TSGVVEC#24 – approved.

TS.43 v5.0_CR1017_v4 Subscription Transfer with Websheet
Florian presented a revision of the CR about subscription transfer. There were concerns, that integrating the websheet flow into the transfer usecase is too narrow. Regarding the content there were no objections. 
Florian took the action to take out the websheet-flow out of the specific usecase. There should also be a note, that the procedure can be done without using the callback function, forwarding the identifier from the webserver to the ECS.


TS.43 v5.0_CR1016_v2 ODSA for Server Initiated requests
Nacho presented a revision on the CR introducing entitlement requests, initiated by Mobile Device Management systems (MDM). Some minor questions and comments were made and corrected on the spot. CR was approved.
TS.43 v5.0_CR1009_v2 Subscription Transfer via Old Primary Device_EAP_AKA_r2
Samsung thinks this CR should be included in the next major CR in the next year. So, it’ll be put on hold.

Presenting NEW CRs

TS.43 v5.0_CR1018_v1 to introduce the new fields required for multiple companion devices
JP presented a CR, providing an alternative solution to the webview. If multiple companion devices are active, the ECS could also send back all the uiccids associated with the msisdn to the device. Some devices might not support webview, which makes this CR necessary.
JP took the action to rework the CR, as it is not time critical and should be part of the next major release.

TS.43 v5.0_CR1019_v1 to extend terminal IDs to protect user PII
In the description of the IDs, e.g. terminal_id, it is confusing what is informative and what is normative. JP took an action to propose a better description in the next CR.

Test book for TS.43 validation/certification
skipped because of time issues. Attendants were asked to hand in test-cases to align in GSMA and possibly PTCRB and GCF.
