Nacho Blázquez HPE, the TSGVVEC Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and led the discussions as follows:

Reviewing updated CRs

TS.43 v6.0_CR1018_v4 to introduce the new fields required for multiple companion devices
Postponed to next meeting.

TS.43 v6.0_CR1023_v2 Multiple AppID
HP presented the revision they prepared for CR1018. It enables the use of multiple app IDs in an array. It was decided that in case of a single app ID, a single value array or a string value can be used, to ensure backwards compabilitycompatibility. It will be presented for approval in the next meeting.

Presenting new CRs

TS.43 v6.0 CR1026 VoNR – Voice over New Radio
Samsung presented a revision of the CR that introduces Voice over New Radio as a new entitlement usecase. Now VoNR uses the same appID as VoLTE. 
Some comments were made and Samsung will present their revision in the next meeting.

TS.43 v6.0_CR1027_r1_primary ODSA without ODSA Portal
Samsung presented a new CR introducing the flow for primary on device service activation (ODSA), when no ODSA Portal is used. Comments were made, and there is still some uncertainty about the ServiceStatus. Also, the CR currently only includes push-notifications, and no illustration for polling yet.
Samsung took action to rework the CR and present it in the next meeting.

TS.43 v6.0_CR1028_align_wording_on_eSIM_profile
DT presented a document that includes editorial changes to align the wordings on “eSIM profile”. It was agreed that this document will be used as the editorial CR for TS.43v6.

TS.43 v6.0 CR1025 Token Management – Initial discussion
HP presented a slide on Token Management to start the discussion on this topic. Multiple apps could use the same AppID, and possibly could also use the same token then. For that purpose a new optional parameter would be needed. HP will draw a diagram/flow to show what’s the issue of the tokens and how this new parameter could help to avoid the token management. At this point of time, there is not any CR drafted yet, just an initial discussion.
