Replaced “is meet” with “is met” in sentence “when handover condition is meet but NR SA signal is poor”.
Removed “hand over” in sentence active Wi-Fi Calling sessions from Wi-Fi to LTE handover.
After discussion the group agreed to use “SHOULD” to exchange “can” in this sentence “This IE can be also included in TAU ACCEPT message”.
