Make Enriched calling independent
· RCC.07 still contains several references to Enriched Calling (e.g. feature tags for registration and capability exchange)
· It seems best to remove those and just have the cross-references from RCC.20 to generic procedures (e.g. capability exchange, Content Server procedures)
· Action 241-11: Steffen to discuss with Nancy who may have started on this already how to remove the dependencies from RCC.07 on RCC.20. 
· Once independent, RCC.20 ownership might be transferred to another subgroup
 
Specification clean up
· The features not selected for an implementation release yet were reviewed. 
· No candidates for removal were identified from GSG perspective
· No configuration parameters were identified that should be candidates for removal.
 

AOB:
· An introductory presentation on RCS was given to the Fraud and Security Working Group (FASG) which will result in them doing a study of the potential fraud and security issues in RCS. 	· RCC.72 v1.1 section 3.1.1 sets the maximum length for the value of the IMDN.Message-ID to 36 characters.
· GSMA RCS IOT joyn Blackbird Implementation Guidelines ID_5_2 set the maximum length for the value of the IMDN.Message-ID to 32 characters.

IMDN maximum length value needs to ensure interworking and backward compatibility with pre-UP clients.
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
