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ESIMTEST #23
Welcome and Antitrust
The Chair, Doug Roberts (Orange), welcomed delegates to the meeting, reminding all of the GSMA’s Anti-Trust and IPR policies.  Any questions on these policies should be directed to GSMA/Paul Gosden (paul.gosden@gsma.com).

Paul (GSMA) explained the GSMA position on the US Government Entity List, restricting the transfer of US technology. He noted that relevant group minutes and contributions will be put on a public website.

The Chair noted this group includes non-members. All non-members present have signed a GSMA non-member participation agreement.

Review of minutes from previous meeting
The ESIMTEST#21 minutes were reviewed, and approved. It was noted that completion of the actions from the last meeting had been delayed.
Progress on 5G test profile validation
Lionel (Thales) confirmed the excel test profile definition is now ready for the generation of the ASN.1 packages. 

Lionel plans to release 2 x ASN.1 packages, reflecting the current version of the SIMalliance spec (v2.1) and also the new v2.3. i.e. two x 5G profile packages reflecting the current and future versions of the SIMalliance spec. This new SIMalliance spec version 2.3 is expected to be formally released within the next few weeks; 

One change from SIMalliance v2.1 to v2.3 is the 3GPP CT6 modification for Rel 16, increasing the possible file size from 68bytes to 110bytes. Lionel noted this increase in file size for Rel 16 should not impact backward compatibility for Rel 15.

Olga (Comprion) confirmed Comprion is happy to continue supporting the project by facilitating access to the files for testing, as had been done with the previous profile package release.

AP23_1: Lionel to prepare and distribute 5G test profile ASN.1 packages as SIMalliance v2.1 and v2.3 compatible versions, coordinating with Olga to facilitate availability of the  profile ASN.1.

AP23_2: Profile test interested invited to participate in profile test phase until next meeting:
· Verify test profile against available 5G test cases  
· Regress tests using other (non 5G) bearers to ensure no negative impact.
Discussion on Inclusions of V2X requirements
Andrew (Keysight) noted the new profile definition would benefit from including as much as practical in the SIM image.  He recommended inclusion of V2X. This view was supported by Frank (R&S).

Lionel confirmed this was possible, noting that input would be needed on any specific configuration information for V2X. However he recommended that the current ASN.1 for test (without V2X) goes ahead since that is ready to go. The ASN.1 including V2X could then follow as a second test release, once ready (again as 2 versions to reflect the 2 x SIMalliance spec versions).

It was agreed that the finally published 5G profile package, once testing is complete would include V2X.

DP23_1: the published release of the 5G profile package will include V2X.  Two variants will be available reflecting the current and future versions of the SIMalliance spec (v2.1 and 2.3). 

AP23_3: Andrew, Frank and Lionel to update the profile package definition spreadsheet so incorporate V2X.
LS from 3GPP RAN5
The Chair displayed an LS from RAN 5, reporting the conclusion of their feasibility study on support of the generic test profile.  Whilst fully supportive of the test profile work RAN5 prefers not to take on responsibility for its direct maintenance. They will however continue to specify common test environments which, by definition, will facilitate the maintenance of the generic test profile.

A RAN5 reference was felt to be important in encouraging global adoption of the profile.  The meeting participants agreed to discuss informally with RAN5 colleagues to see if there may be any change in this position, at least to consider referencing the profile in RAN5 test documentation.

AP23_4: all encouraged to talk offline with their RAN5 company delegates to see if RAN5 may reconsider its position on referencing the generic test profile, with the key aim to raise global awareness.
AoB 
The Chair was pleased to report that the test profile has been used successfully in the Orange internal test programmes, successfully performing OTA antenna measurements on eSIM watches. This had previously proved difficult for eSIM devices and the availability of the generic profile had been recognised as very helpful.
