Welcome and Antitrust
The Chair, Doug Roberts (Orange), welcomed delegates to the meeting. The focus of this call was the validation work of the 5G ASN1 packages (SIMalliance spec versions 2.2 & 2.3) and a review of the addition of V2X to the Excel sheet.

Paul (GSMA) reminded all of the GSMA’s Anti-Trust and IPR policies.  Any questions on these policies should be directed to GSMA/Paul Gosden (paul.gosden@gsma.com).

Paul (GSMA) explained the GSMA position on the US Government Entity List, restricting the transfer of US technology. He noted that relevant group minutes and contributions will be put on a public website.

Review of minutes from previous meeting
The ESIMTEST#25 minutes were reviewed, and approved.
Actions AP25_001, _002 and _003 were closed.
5G eSIM test profile – review of testing of profile definition
Andrew/Keysight noted a mishap with receipt of the profile package and will liaise with Comprion.

Ajantha/Qualcomm shared the results of the Qualcomm testing, which had also been shared by email earlier in the day. He noted changes to the K parameter had to be made on the system simulator to match the card parameters.

Franck/Rohde & Schwarz noted the TTCN code accepts all values so a need to change the K parameter was unexpected. Andrew agreed.

Franck shared the results of the R&S non-regression tests. No 5G tests run as yet. 

Testing continues.

Addition of V2X to the profile
It was noted that the V2X parameters for the profile may not be able to be verified at this time for various reasons. The Chair proposed the profile could be issued without the v2x parameters at first or alternatively with a non-tested V2X profile (provided this untested status was made clear).

Addition of URSP file to the profile
Lionel questioned if we want to add the URSP file to the profile, noting URSP was the UE Routing Selection Policy, as applicable to data calls and had been approved in December. 

The Chair observed that we are still in profile test mode and an update to the profile could be made if there is confirmation that the test platforms and devices can handle this file. He proposed that delegates explore inclusion of this URSP file, with a decision made at a later meeting, based on the results of the regression testing. 

Action AP26_002: All to consider the inclusion of the URSP file with a decision proposed to be made at a later meeting, based on the results of the regression testing.
Publication timeline for TS.48
In the absence of the PRD editor (Olga/Comprion), the Chair proposed that anyone wanting to propose updates to TS.48 should forward their proposed updates to the Chair + Comprion (Olga) + GSMA (Paul and Valerie) for collation followed by discussion at the next meeting.
