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Summary
The eSIM working group wish to inform NEST and 5GSTF there is a discussion about eSIM scenarios in 5G network, including leveraging remote SIM provisioning while deploying NAA activation for multi modes UE, multiple slices UE and MEC enabled UE.
eSIM working group, previously RSP Group, developed Consumer Remote SIM Provisioning Specs and test specs. How to use eSIM depends on the specific scenarios. eSIM spec itself is business model agnostic. 
Request to the Network Slicing Task ForceNEST and 5GSTF
GSMA eSIM  working group considers that there is not impact on our eSIM specification 5G slicing.   
Some Operator members GSMA ESIM Group believes there is value to analyse the possibilities and scenarios while deploying eSIM in various 5G scenarios including network slicing.
Therefore GSMA eSIM working gGroup kindly asks the NEST gGroups to review the scenarios in attachment and possibilities to leverage eSIM in operator slice deployment and activation,etc. A pre-analysis on whether such scenario will introduce new requirements on SIM or Remote provisioning is highly appreciated.
