Vodafone asked why the WI proposal should be placed in TS.34/35 as it clearly is not about IoT devices. It was proposed to rather create a WI on its own. Qualcomm explained that the work was done at 3gpp but that they see the reason to do something about it. Vodafone explained that putting it into TS.34/35 is not right, but that they would support a new Work Item Proposal and DTAG also explained that they would support a new Work Item Proposal. Dell explained that based on the presentation they wouldn’t be able to test and wouldn’t want to fix something without aligning with the organisation that created the Requirements.
